(2) in the case of trusts, all of the following persons:
(a) entrusting party (entrusting parties);
(b) trustee(s);
(c) custodian(s), if any;
(d) natural persons who benefit from a legal person or an entity without legal personality, or, where those persons are not yet identified, the persons whose interests are represented by that legal person or entity without legal personality;
(e) any other natural person who effectively controls the trust, whether through direct or indirect ownership or other means;
(3) in the case of a legal person administering and distributing the funds, an entity similar in form to a trust, a natural person who performs a function equivalent to that referred to in point (2) of this paragraph.
[7] International sanctions - a set of restrictions and obligations imposed by legal acts of the European Union, decisions of the United Nations and other international organisations of which the Republic of Lithuania is a member or in which the Republic of Lithuania participates and which are directly applicable in the Republic of Lithuania or are implemented in the procedure established by this Law.
[8] Target territory - a foreign country that meets the criteria set out in the Republic of Lithuania Law on Income Tax, included in the list established by the Minister of Finance of the Republic of Lithuania. The list is available at https://e-seimas.lrs.lt/portal/legalAct/lt/TAD/TAIS.157288/asr. A country is included in the list if it meets at least two criteria:
A foreign state or area shall be included in this list if it meets at least two of the criteria set out in this paragraph:
(1) the rate of a similar tax in that territory is less than 75 per cent of the rate set out in Article 5(1)(1) of this Law;
(2) different rules for the imposition of the analogous tax apply in the territory, depending on the State of incorporation or other organisation of the controlling person;
3) different rules of taxation by analogous tax apply in this territory according to the State in which the activity is carried on;
(4) the controlled taxable entity has entered into an agreement with the tax administration of that State on the tax rate or tax base;
5) there is no effective exchange of information in the territory;
(6) there is a lack of financial-administrative transparency in the territory: the tax administration rules are not fully clear and the procedures for applying these rules are not made available to the tax administrations of other States.
