	We would like to express our concern regarding the proposed removal of the description of the implicit capacity allocation method from the Rules, with the information instead being published solely on the Amber Grid website. According to the explanations accompanying the amendments, once implicit capacity allocation services are provided through EEX, capacities will be allocated at the following times (EET/EEST): 	                  - Day-ahead capacities: From 10:00 to 15:00 on Day D-1.
- Within-day capacities: From 03:00 on Day D-1 to 03:00 on Day D.
It remains unclear how the EEX rules governing implicit capacity allocation are established, whether and to what extent they fall under the supervision of the regulator, and whether public consultation procedures apply to them. We strongly believe that the description of the implicit capacity allocation method should remain under regulatory oversight and subject to public consultation rules, whether through its inclusion in the Rules or another document that falls under the regulator’s supervision. This is essential to ensure that the implicit capacity allocation process remains transparent, predictable, and aligned with established regulatory principles.

Paragraph 53.3 is amended and of the Rules is amended as follows:
“53.3. The procedure for the implicit capacity allocation method is published by the TSO on the AB "Amber Grid" website. The TSO shall inform Network Users about changes in implicit capacity allocation not later than 30 days before their application.”
